Papal Nuncio praises Redemptoris Mater Seminary

DANBURY—Redemptoris 
Mater Diocesan Missionary 
Seminary honored Archbishop 
Christophe Pierre, the Apostolic 
Nuncio to the United States on 
Sunday, who praised them for 
forming men who will go out as 
missionary disciples in the name 
of Christ to a world in need of 
evangelization.

More than 400 people attend-
ed the 5th Annual Gala Dinner, 
which recognized Archbishop 
Pierre, along with James 
Larkin, retired vice chairman of 
American Express International.

“The Church needs mission-
ary disciples,” Archbishop Pierre 
said. “Missionary activity is one 
of the greatest challenges facing 
us today. Those of you who sup-
port the Neocatechumenal Way 
are doing a vital mission for the 
future of the Church.”

The Redemptoris Mater 
Seminary is under the direc-
tion of rector Father Marco 
Pacciana, along with Father 
Giandomenico Flora, spiritual 
director. Redemptoris Mater 
(Mother of the Redeemer) 
seminaries are under the aus-

pices of the Neocatechumenal 
Way, a 55-year-old charism 
in the Church dedicated to 
Christian formation and the New 
Evangelization. The seminaries 
form men as missionary diocesan 
priests to serve the local church 
or in any part of the world the 
bishop chooses.

The seminary in Stamford 
was established in 2015 on the 
Feast of Immaculate Conception 
through the efforts of Bishop 
Frank J. Caggiano. Several years 
ago, Archbishop Leonard P. Blair 
of the Archdiocese of Hartford 
asked for a section of the sem-

inary to prepare men for voca-
tions in the archdiocese, Father 
Pacciana said. 

Bishop Caggiano, in his open-
ing prayer at the gala, which 
was held at The Amber Room 
Colonnade in Danbury, praised the 
seminarians, and said that one day 
“We hope to see them ordained to 
be your sacred priests.” 

Father Pacciana expressed his 
gratitude and said, “I am very 
happy and grateful for all of you 
coming tonight for your support.” 
He said the seminary has had 
many milestones over the past 
year, including the ordination of 

one of the original seminarians, 
Ricardo Batista Comim, to the 
transitional diaconate. 

In his comments, Archbishop 
Pierre praised the seminary for its 
work forming men to be priests 
who are missionary disciples, 
who “shine like diamonds among 
the people of God.”

He said true missionary priests 
must have the ability to see where 
mercy is needed and bring a 
“healthy zeal” to their vocation so 
they can share the healing power 
of God’s mercy with others. 

He said Redemptoris Mater 
produces men who give them-
selves to the Lord and their flock 
by bringing the joy of the Gospel 
to the world…and they must be 
willing to go out into the world.

“It is easier to stay home sur-
rounded by those who love us, 
but this is not Jesus’ way—he 
does not use half measures,” the 
archbishop said. “He gives his 
disciples one word: Go.” It is “a 
powerful word that resonates in 
every cranny of missionary life.” 

The men, he said, “must be in 
a permanent state of mission” and 
understand the territory of their 
mission—and their territory is 
the Diocese of Bridgeport and the 

Archdiocese of Hartford. He said, 
“This territory has a rich Catholic 
history and tradition, and it is still 
a missionary territory for those 
who have fallen away and who 
are on the margins of society.” 

In order to announce Christ, 
the men must be “free of worldly 
attachments, and at Redemptoris 
Mater, seminarians learn to 
renounce the things of the world 
and develop an understanding of 
the beauty of freedom that only 
following Christ can give.” 

Father Pacciana gave him a 
silver plaque and thanked him 
for his message and support. He 
also thanked James Larkin, who 
could not attend the gala, for his 
commitment to the seminary and 
the Church.

“The Nuncio is very sup-
portive of the work of the 
Neocatecumenal Way and the 
Redemptoris Mater Seminaries 
in the USA,” Father Pacciana 
said later. “This dinner con-
veyed an atmosphere of joy and 
communion. People came from 
the tristate area and also from 
Pennsylvania and Massachusetts 
to support the seminarians, but 
we were all together as one

BRIDGEPORT—The Most 
Reverend Frank J. Caggiano has 
announced three key appoint-
ments to assist him in the admin-
istration and governance of the 
Diocese of Bridgeport. All three 
received appointment letters on 
June 1.

Reverend Robert M. Kinnally, 
pastor of St. Aloysius Parish in 
New Canaan, has been appointed 
vicar general; Deacon Patrick 
Toole of Westport has been 
named chancellor, and Deacon 
William Santulli of New Canaan 
has been named vice chancellor. 
All three appointments will be 
effective on July 1, 2022.

“After deep prayer and delib-
eration in accord with the Code 
of Canon Law, I have made these 
appointments. I am grateful to 
the men for their willingness to 
assume this new responsibility 
in service to me and the faithful 

Bishop announces administrative appointments
of the diocese. I ask for your 
prayers for them that they may 
be successful as we work together 
to renew the diocese,” Bishop 
Caggiano said.

Father Kinnally succeeds 
Msgr. Thomas Powers who 
accepted a post as rector of 
the Pontifical North American 
College in Rome in March. 
Deacon Patrick Toole replaces 
Father Kinnally, who has served 
as chancellor since 2014, and 
Deacon Santulli succeeds Father 
Juan Gabriel Acosta, who will be 
furthering his Canon Law studies 
in Rome.

Father Kinnally will continue 
to serve as pastor of St. Aloysius 
parish in New Canaan, and 
Deacon Patrick Toole will contin-
ue to serve as episcopal delegate 
for administration as well as dea-
con assigned to St. Catherine of 
Siena Parish in Trumbull. Deacon 
Santullli will continue to serve as 
deacon at St. Aloysius Parish.

The vicar general is the high-
est official of a diocese after the 
bishop. He is legitimately deputed 
to share in diocesan administra-
tion and governance in the name 
of the bishop. The chancellor 
serves as advisor to the bishop in 
addition to overseeing the main-
tenance and order of the diocesan 
archives and the authentication of 

official diocesan acts.
The newly created office of 

vice chancellor assists the chan-
cellor and includes faculties to 
issue nihil obstat for the celebra-
tion of weddings outside the dio-
cese, permission for mixed mar-
riages, and other dispensations.

Reverend Robert M. 
Kinnally, who was appointed 

vicar general today, was named 
chancellor of the Diocese of 
Bridgeport by Bishop Frank J. 
Caggiano in June 2014, and pas-
tor of St. Aloysius Parish in New 
Canaan in February 2017. He has 
continued to serve in both posts.

Born and raised in Yonkers, 
New York, he spent his

BRIDGEPORT—Five men will 
be ordained as deacons by Bishop 
Frank J. Caggiano on Saturday, 
June 25, 11 am at St. Augustine 
Cathedral in Bridgeport. 

The five men are Christopher 
Greer of Westport, George Kain 
of Ridgefield, James Meehan 
of Westport, Rock Desances of 
Bridgeport, and Vincent Pia of 
Brookfield.

The men became candidates 
for the diaconate on October 26, 
2019, received the ministry of 
reader on October 17, 2020, and 
received the ministry of acolyte 
on December 11, 2021. 

Christopher Greer of Westport 
received his bachelor’s degree in 
economics from the University of 
Massachusetts Amherst. He has 
worked as a development consul-
tant as well as a professional sports 
photographer. He is a member of 
St. Luke’s in Westport along with 
his wife Kristine and their two 

children, Kassidy and Kevin. He 
participates in the adult choir as a 
cantor/soloist, is a member of the 
men’s group and an extraordinary 
minister of Holy Communion.

George Kain of Ridgefield 
holds a Ph.D. in Criminal Justice 
from the City University of New 
York. He has worked as a uni-
versity professor and chairman 
in the Division of Justice and 
Law Administration at Western 
Connecticut State University 
in Danbury for 25 years and 
served as police commissioner 
for the Town of Ridgefield for 
20 years. He is a member of St. 
Mary’s in Ridgefield along with 
his wife Marilyn. He has served 
as an extraordinary minister of 
Holy Communion (as well as a 
homebound minister to the sick), 
a cantor, usher, altar server and 
RCIA instructor.

Five men to be ordained to permanent diaconate

BRIDGEPORT—Italian flags 
flew alongside American flags 
at the entrance to St. Margaret 
Shrine in Bridgeport’s North End 
as the parish recently welcomed 
thousands to their annual Feast of 
St. Anthony. While this three-day 
event, now in its 44th year, serves 
as a fundraiser and community 
celebration, festival coordinators 
also see it as an opportunity “to 
encourage people to come back to 
the Lord.”

The highlight of the weekend 
occurred Sunday morning as 
Bishop Frank J. Caggiano cel-
ebrated a special outdoor Mass 
in honor of St. Anthony, a day 
that coincided with both the feast 
of Corpus Christi and Father’s 
Day. Despite the gusty winds, 
brilliant sunshine shone down on 
parishioners and guests who filled 
hundreds of folding chairs and 
gathered on the grounds of the 
Shrine. Bishop Caggiano opened 
his homily with a blessing on 
all fathers, remembering stories 
of his own father who, he said, 
always had to have bread on the

table. “I wondered why,” the 
bishop added, “when there was 
always pasta too.” Speaking in 
Italian, he recalled his father’s 
answer, translated to “where 
there is bread, there is life.”

“We must be mindful of our 
sisters and brothers throughout the 
world who do not have bread,” 
he reminded those in attendance. 
“You and I are here to be nour-
ished and to hear the Word that 
is the bread of life, to thank the 
Father, who is father of us all.”

To commemorate the work 
of St. Anthony, whose preaching 
converted thousands in Northern 

grinders, sausage and peppers, 
and pizza fritta. Micalizzi’s 
Italian Ice and Angela Mia 
Bakery offered more cultural 
favorites.

Longtime volunteer John 
Cervone called the festival a labor 
of love. “It’s a lot of work, but 
we love doing this. Whatever is 
needed, we do it together,” he 
said, a testament to the sense of 
community at St. Margaret.

“There is so much excitement 
in the air, so much love and 
devotion,” said Lucia Palmieri, 
St. Margaret’s cantor, music 
director, and grief minister who 
also coordinates the outdoor 
Masses. “This is our story, and 
this is our outreach.”

Palmieri said the festival and 
outdoor Mass attract thousands of 
people from both the Bridgeport 
area and from out of state, many 
of whom do not attend church 
regularly. “We minister to them. 
We must be present for them at 
this Mass,” she said. “Maybe they 
will be called to attend again as 
they see us before Jesus. This is 
our gift to them.”

That gift includes priests 

Italy and who consistently shared 
bread with those he met, the bish-
op blessed dozens of small loaves 
which were distributed after 
Mass. “You and I will take one 
home, break it and share it with 
everyone with whom you will 
eat. Give thanks to Him for this 
antipasto of Heaven,” he said.

Following Mass, a procession 
in honor of St. Anthony made 
its way from the Shrine onto the 
neighborhood streets and back, at 
which time the festival of food, 
carnival rides, and music began. 
Lines formed outside the tents 
with volunteers selling porchetta 

who are present on the grounds 
throughout the weekend, music 
by the Italian choir, and even 
the opportunity for confessions 
during the carnival. “We’re 
encouraging people to come back 
to the Lord,” she added. “This is 
our job—to talk with them and 
expose them to our Italian and 
Catholic culture.”

Built by men and women 
whose sons were serving in World 
War II, St. Margaret Shrine was 
dedicated in September of 1942 
and is now the site of the last 
Italian festival in Bridgeport, 
according to Maurizio Viselli, the 
chair of the St. Anthony Mass. 
“This is an exciting opportuni-
ty for people to experience the 
Shrine,” said Viselli, who grew up 
in the parish, “and St. Anthony 
naturally draws a crowd as he is a 
national saint.”

Whether they were drawn in 
by the outdoor Mass, the authen-
tic Italian food, or the carnival 
rides and music, Palmieri hopes 
that this festival brings people 
back. “We are 10,000 strong!” 
she said. “And we want to wel-
come you home.”	         n  
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Ordination to the Priesthood

BRIDGEPORT—During the 
month of June, Bishop Frank J. 
Caggiano ordained two men to 
the priesthood at St. Augustine 
Cathedral, Father Colin 
Lomnitzer and Father Anh Vu. 
The ordinations were a moment 
of great joy, pride and reverence 
as the two young men begin their 
ministries as priests. The bishop 
announced that Father Lomnitzer 
will serve as St. Mary Parish in 
Ridgefield and Father Vu has 
been assigned to St. Leo Parish in 
Stamford. Both men have unique 
life stories and a fervent desire 
to bring the love of Christ to the 
people of the diocese. 

Father Colin Lomnitzer
“Surrender all you have to 

Christ. He will confirm you so 
you will be an instrument of 
his presence,” Bishop Frank J. 
Caggiano said before ordaining 
Father Colin Lomnitzer to the 
priesthood on Saturday, June 
4, at St. Augustine Cathedral in 
Bridgeport.

Hundreds of family, friends 
and clergy filled the Cathedral for 
the joyful ordination of Father 
Lomnitzer, who was raised in 
Trumbull and, along with his 
family, is a long time member of 
St. Catherine of Siena Parish.

“Everything in your life has 
brought you to this moment,” 
said Bishop Caggiano, who 
noted the ordination was taking 
place “on the threshold of the 
Solemnity of Pentecost,” the birth 
of the Church and moment of the 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit on 
the Apostles.

“What will happen to you in a 
few moment you will invite Holy 
Spirit to come upon you so you 
might become a vessel of light 
and fragrance of Christ in the 
world, and whoever sees you will 
see Christ first,” he said, seated in 
front of the altar. 

The bishop said he thought of 
Father Lomnitzer as a “traveler,” 
because his life has been a jour-
ney toward Christ and toward the 
priesthood, which began when 
his family was received into full 
communion with the Catholic 
Church in 2005.

“You are a man of faith, you 
are a man of God, and you are 
among the ranks of his priests,” 
he said, as Father Lomnitzer 
stood before him.

Father Lomnitzer’s brother, 
Tyler, delivered the first and 
second Readings, including this 
verse from 2 Corinthians 5:17, 
“So whoever is in Christ is a 
new creation: the old things have 
passed away; behold, new things 
have come.”

Father Lomnitzer has been 
in formation since 2016. He 
attended Catholic University of 
America and graduated with a 
bachelor’s degree in philosophy 
from Sacred Heart University 
in 2018. He earned a bachelor’s 
degree in sacred theology, a 
master’s degree in theology and 
a master’s of divinity from St. 
Joseph Seminary in Yonkers, 
N.Y.

The bishop told him that 
while no one is worthy of the gift 
of priesthood, a priest can find 
strength and joy by striving for a 
life of integrity, prayer and holi-
ness, and filling himself with the 
radiance of Christ.

“Never preach what you do 
not believe and always preach 
the fulness of Christ,” said the 
bishop, who noted that the newly 
ordained must also be prepared to 
deal with what St. Paul described 
as “the wolves among us.”

“And those wolves have 
names,” he said. “They are igno-
rance, apathy, indifference and 
mediocrity.”

The bishop said that by con-
forming his life to Christ and 
giving witness, Father Lomnitzer 
can “keep the wolves at bay and 
bring the light of Christ to a wait-
ing world…. Only the light of 
Christ will dispel the darkness.”

He said that at the moment of

ordination a priest “becomes a 
vessel of the healing of Christ that 
comes through the sacraments” 
that can liberates the world with 
true freedom found in the power 
of Christ.

During the ceremony, Father 
Lomnitzer was vested as a priest 
by Rev. Joseph A. Marcello, 
pastor of St. Catherine of Siena 
Parish in Trumbull and director 
of seminarian formation for the 
Diocese of Bridgeport. Father 
Lomnitzer celebrated his first 
Mass at St. Catherine of Siena in 
Trumbull. 

Father Anh Vu
In a moment of joy, pride 

and reverence, Anh Vu was 
ordained to the priesthood On 
Saturday morning, June 11, at St. 
Augustine Cathedral.

The ordination marked an 
11-year journey of formation and 
study for Anh Vu, a native of 
Dong Nai Vietnam, who worked 
as a mechanical engineer before 
coming to the United States in 
2011.

“This morning we gather to 
ask the Holy Spirit to come upon 
you and form your mind, heart 
and will into the image of Jesus 
Christ,” said Bishop Caggiano, 
who was seated before the altar 
for the ordination rite.

“Thank you for persevering, 
for your patience and fidelity, for 
your generosity and your joyful 
heart,” said the bishop to Anh 
Vu, who is one of eight children.

Describing Father Vu’s life 
as an adventure and a journey, 
the bishop said God has given 
him the “grace and blessings” to 
be ready for ordination and his 

priesthood.
“Now you come relying on 

the grace of the Holy Spirit to 
present yourself,” he said before 
Father Vu took the Promise of 
the Elect. “May that same spirit 
come upon you and conform 
you—mind, heart and will into 
the image of Jesus.”

In his homily the bishop said, 
“Never forget your dignity as a 
priest and what you are called 
to do.” He urged Father Vu to 
always remain humble and to 
give his life in service to others.

The bishop said that a priest 
should “exercise leadership as a 
servant. Authority is given not to 
lord over anyone, but that you 
might offer your life so those 
entrusted to your care can have 
greater life in Christ.”

He said that Father Vu must 
be ready to “preach and teach the 
truth fearlessly and effectively,” 
so that his modern day brothers 
and sisters who have fallen away 
from the Church of have no faith, 
can hear it and he can accompa-
ny them in their struggles.

“Here on this day you are 
being invited to be the unworthy 
instrument to break the chains of 
sins and offer freedom to those 
in bondage; to accompany those 
who are ill and sick with the heal-
ing only God can give. And most 
especially, to come to the altar of 
Christ to be his instrument so that 
mere bread and wine become the 
food of everlasting life.”

The bishop told Father Vu 
that the life of the late Cardinal 
Francis Xavier Nguyen Van 
Thuan, offers a glimpse into the 
mystery of priesthood. Cardinal 

Thuan was imprisoned by the 
communists for 13 years, nine 
of those in solitary confinement, 
after the fall of Saigon.

Confined to harsh imprison-
ment, the Cardinal could only use 
the palm of his hands as an altar 
while he quietly said Mass in his 
cell every day at the hour Christ 
died, the bishop said. “In the 
palm of his hand, he recognized 
who he was, who his Lord was, 
and what his life was destined 
to be,” the bishop said before he 
consecrated Father Vu’s hands. 
“Remember how gracious is our 
God to allow you and me and 
our brother priests to use our 
hands as the altar of everlasting 
life.”

Throughout his suffering, 
Cardinal Thuan was a beacon of 
hope. “As shepherd of his people, 
he found whatever way possible 
to give them hope, when hope 
was lacking,” the bishop said.

Deacon Anh Vu was vested 
by Father Robert Kinnally, newly 
named vicar general of the dio-
cese and pastor of St. Aloysius 
Parish. The first reading was 
read in English by Deacon Anh 
Vu’s niece, Michelle Vu, and the 
second in Vietnamese by Deacon 
Anh Vu’s friend Thai Hoa Le. 
Mr. Ngon Vu and Mrs. Xuyen 
Nguyen carried the gifts.

The beautiful liturgical music 
for both ordinations was pro-
vided under the direction of Dr. 
William H. Atwood, organist 
and diocesan director of music 
ministry. He was assisted by the 
diocesan Schola and Mr. Douglas 
Tran, director of the Vietnamese 
Choir of The Cathedral Parish. n

Your gifts will 
give the Church the resources it 
needs to lead its healing mission 
and be a shining light of faith 
and service in Fairfield County,” 
he said.

The bishop said he is grateful 
that so many individuals and 
families have stepped up and 
given sacrificially to help others.

Pam Rittman, director of the 
Bishop’s Appeal, said that as 
the diocese nears its goal, it’s 
important to remember Bishop 
Caggiano’s words about “build-
ing a bridge home for those who 
haven’t found their way back 
to the Church or who have not 
yet found the Lord.” She said 
through our friendship to our 
sisters and brothers in Christ and 
those we meet and interact with 
each day; we are helping to build 
more vital parish communities.

“The bishop instructs us 
that the mission of the Church 

is to build vital and engaging 
communities of faith that draw 
others by their personal witness, 
compassion and charity. He has 
challenged us as one family in 
faith to build bridges to those 
who have questions, who may 
feel unwanted or left behind, and 
who are suffering and in need of 
our help,” she said.

Joe Gallagher, chief develop-
ment officer of the diocese, said 
that making a gift by June 30 will 
send a strong message of support 
for the renewal efforts outlined 
by Bishop Caggiano and will help 
the diocese make its goal.

“The response to this year’s 
appeal has been very encourag-
ing. I am grateful to all of the 
donors and to our leadership team. 
Kelly Anne and Dan Murphy, our 
chair couple, and Paula Summa 
and Jim O’Neill, our co-chair cou-
ple, who have worked tirelessly 
to build support for the Church’s

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Senior Priests

STAMFORD—Priests at the 
Catherine Dennis Keefe Queen of 
Clergy Residence have a secret to 
longevity: Keep working.

Of the 23 priests at the inde-
pendent-living residence, more 
than half still go out on weekends 
to serve parishes in the Diocese 
of Bridgeport. The word “retired” 
isn’t in their vocabulary.

“A priest doesn’t retire,” said 
Msgr. William Scheyd, who heads 
the advisory committee for the 
facility in Stamford. “The official 
title for them is ‘senior priest.’” 

The residence recently hon-
ored five priests who were cele-
brating significant anniversaries 
of their ordinations. They were 
Msgr. Joseph Pekar 65 years 
a priest, Father Martin S. Igoe 
with 60 years, Msgr. J. Peter 
Cullen with 55 years, Father 
Robert J. Crofut with 50 years 
and Msgr. Thomas W. Powers 
with 25 years.

Monsignor Scheyd, who cele-
brated 57 years on February 10, 
said the group only observes cer-
tain milestones each year and that 
all of the honorees except one 
still minister in parishes as they 
are needed. The youngest of the 

group, Msgr. Powers, who was 
vicar general of the diocese, was 
recently appointed the 24th rector 
of the Pontifical North American 
College in Rome.

He was invited because of his 
friendship with the group, which 
held their celebration on the date 
of his ordination, May 24.

“It was a wonderful time and 
gave us an opportunity to get 
together,” said Msgr. Scheyd.

In the mid-1990s, he headed 
the building committee for Queen 
of Clergy when he was vicar 
general of the diocese. Queen of 
the Clergy has 33 suites, 23 of 
which are occupied. There are 
about 80 priests in the Diocese of 
Bridgeport over 75. Some of them 
continue to live in parishes while 
others live on their own. 

“Priests come and go here,” 
he said. “Everybody is welcome, 
and we have community night 
on Tuesday when the guys get 
together and share company 
so we can see one another. We 
enjoy one another’s company.”

Monsignor Scheyd, who cele-
brates two to three Masses on the 
weekends, often helps out at St. 
Matthew Church in Norwalk and 
St. Aloysius Parish in New Canaan, 
where he was pastor for 14 years. 

The oldest priest from the 
diocese was Father Philip Brady, 
who died June 21 at 103 years 
old and was active until the end, 
celebrating Mass. A resident of 
Brookdale Orchard Glen senior 
community in Orchard Park, NY, 
he would have marked his 79th 
year as a priest on December 18.

“Most of us are in our 80s,” 
Monsignor Scheyd said. “You 
don’t think about age when 
you’re that age. When we were 
younger, we thought of them as 
dinosaurs. But we laugh about it 
now. Many of us don’t go out. 
One challenge is your legs. But 
we help one another, and if some-
body needs a ride, they get a ride, 
especially if they have to go to 
the doctor.”

He encourages parishioners 
and family members to visit the 
retired priests, particularly those 
who can’t get around. 

“We try to have a familial 
community situation here,” he 
said. “Unfortunately, many of us 

are the last members in our fam-
ily. Some guys wake up and find 
they’re on their own.”

“We also take in priests who 
are ill,” Monsignor said. “We 
don’t have nursing care, but 
they bring that with them on 
Medicare. We have meals pre-
pared for us and celebrate Mass 
every day at 11:30. Several priests 
have even done rehab here, and 
they enjoyed it.”

They also have access to the 
chapel, community room, library, 
exercise room and dining area.

The Queen of the Clergy 
Residence was built to offer inde-
pendent living for retired priests, 
through the generosity of parish-
ioners, he said. It was constructed 

with the understanding that the 
facility would have to expand as 
a larger number of clergy reached 
retirement age. It is supported 
by the Annual Catholic Appeal 
and also received a $50,000 grant 
from the St. John Vianney Fund 
of Foundations in Faith.	

Monsignor said, “The home 
is a blessing to the rest of the 
diocese. It is a nice community, a 
place where priests can live in the 
latter years of their life and con-
tinue to help parishes.”

And the word “retirement” is 
definitely not in his vocabulary.

As he says: “In the morn-
ing, I put my feet on the floor 
and say, ‘Thank you, God, for 
another day.”                            n

family, the family of the chil-
dren of God, to celebrate and 
to support these men.” 	

He said that most of the 
people at the gala rediscovered 
their baptism through the itin-
erary of Christian initiation that 
is the Neocatecumenal Way.

“Many of these were

young men, young women and 

entire families answered the call to 
become priests, nuns or to leave as 
a family for the mission to evange-
lize everywhere in the world.” 

Father Pacciana also thanked 
Bishop Caggiano. 

“He has honored us with his 
presence and is the man without 
whom none of this would have 
been possible in our diocese,” 
Father said. “Because of his great 
prophetic vision, we saw the 
opening of this seminary, which 
is an answer to the crisis of voca-
tions and the larger crisis of faith 
our Church is going through.”

He thanked Archbishop Blair, 
“who had the same vision when 
a few years ago decided to open 
a section of our seminary for 
the formation of vocations for 
the Archdiocese of Hartford.” 
He thanked Bishop Juan M. 
Betancourt of the Archdiocese for 
his support and “the great work 
he is doing in fostering vocations 
in the Archdiocese of Hartford,” 
and Bishop James Massa, “who 
has always accompanied and sup-
ported us, both as auxiliary bishop 
of Brooklyn and as rector of St. 
Joseph’s Seminary in Yonkers, 
where these men study theology.”

He praised everyone involved 

in making this year’s gala a 
success and say next year’s din-
ner will be held on June 4.

In his final comments, 
Bishop Caggiano thanked 
Archbishop Pierre for his 
great witness to the United 
States, and he praised the 
seminarians: “These men, 
each in their own unique 
way, are very much commit-
ted. They are surrendering 
themselves to the hands of 
the Lord and will one day be 
our shepherds and missionary 
disciples. The Church will be 
in very good hands with these 
young men. I know them and 
I live with them.”

In offering the final blessing, 
Archbishop Blair said, “Lord, 
we are privileged to be together 
and celebrate as one on this 
feast of Corpus Christi, the 
great Solemnity of the Body 
and Blood of Christ.” He said 
the Blessed Virgin, who is the 
Mother of the Eucharist, is 
the patron of the Redemptoris 
Mater Seminaries (Mother of 
the Redeemer) and that the 
seminarians have all the help 
they need through the prayers 
of the Mother of God.            n

DANBURY—A pilgrimage 
to the Museum of Family Prayer 
highlighted Father Patrick 
Peyton’s mission to encourage 
the world to pray the Rosary 
with his memorable mantra that, 
“A family that prays together, 
stays together.”

About 20 people boarded a 
bus from St. Gregory the Great 
Parish to visit the museum in 
Easton, Massachusetts, which 
opened its doors in the sum-
mer of 2019. The museum is a 
new addition to the Holy Cross 
Family Ministries that was found-
ed by Father Peyton decades ago. 

“I thought this would be a 
really interesting trip to learn 
about Father Peyton,” said 
Rosemary Bouffard, who initi-
ated organizing the excursion 
before the coronavirus pandemic 
delayed her plans.

The museum fosters family 
prayer and spirituality, journeying 
with families and offering them a 
place to encounter God, especial-
ly through the Rosary. 

The visit to the museum began 
with Mass in the Our Lady of 
the Rosary Chapel said by Father 
Pinto Paul who had just returned 
from Hollywood with fellow 
priests following the celebration 
of the 75th anniversary of Family 
Theater Productions, a produc-
tion company started by Father 
Peyton following the success of 
his radio broadcasts. 

“It is hard to imagine how 
a simple priest could walk into 
Hollywood, the capitol of cultural 
influence, equipped only with 
a positive vision for families,”

Father Paul said. “It is harder to 
imagine how he could influence 
the A-list stars of Hollywood to 
promote family spirituality.” 

But the immigrant priest from 
Ireland did just that. He success-
fully reached out to Hollywood 
stars such as Bing Cosby, Frank 
Sinatra and Lucille Ball, who 
appeared on his radio broadcasts. 
The success of those broadcasts 
ultimately led to the founding of 
his production company which 
produced 900 radio and TV pro-
grams and had more than ten 
thousand broadcasts. 

Father Peyton used the bur-
geoning technology of radio and 
television to evangelize and reach 
families across the globe. He also 
hosted Rosary Rallies where mil-
lions of people would gather to 
hear his message. 

Upon touring the museum 
and seeing a video of a Rosary 
Rally held in the Philippines, one 
of the tour patrons realized she 
witnessed history as one of many 
Catholic school children volun-
teering at the event.

“He passed by me and he was 
waving,” said Ana Zdonczyk, to 
her own astonishment at the rec-
ollection of the memory. “I have 
goosebumps!” she added as she 
shared her memory of that day 
with those around her. Those ral-
lies and his mission to bring peo-
ple together in prayer through the 
Rosary was rooted in his miracu-
lous recovery from tuberculosis.

As a seminarian, Father 

Peyton fell ill with tuberculosis 
and although doctors offered 
no hope for recovery he prayed 
the Rosary, just like his father 
had taught him as a child, by 
gathering the family and leading 
them in prayer every evening. 
Following his recovery, he vowed 
to spend the rest of his life in 
gratitude to Mary by bringing 
millions of families around the 
world to pray the Rosary.

Father David Marcham is 
working with others to help estab-
lish Father Peyton as a saint. “He 
has been a role model for me in 
his faith,” Father Marcham said, 
adding that people often write 
to the center saying their prayers 
have been answered. Those let-
ters are being used to support the 
effort for his sainthood. Currently 
Father Peyton has been given 
the title of venerable, having 
been determined by the Catholic 
Church to have lived a life of 
“heroic virtue.” “If it’s God’s 
will, it will be approved,” Father 
Marcham said. “He’s a very wor-

thy saint for families.”
The trip to the museum also 

included a stop at the grave of 
Father Peyton at Holy Cross 
Cemetery located on the grounds 
of the nearby campus of Stonehill 
College. His gravestone is 
adorned with many colorful rosa-
ries left by visitors paying their 
respects.

Rosanne Benvenga and 
her friend Mary LeBlanc were 
pleased to be a part of the trip. “It 
not only taught you a lot about 
Father Peyton but the rosary as 
well,” Benvenga said. “It was a 
beautiful and touching experi-
ence,” LeBlanc said. “It makes 
you feel very spiritual.”

Father Wilfred Raymond, 
president of Holy Cross Family 
Ministries said the organization is 
continuing Father Peyton’s work 
all around the world. “Family 
prayer is a very important thing,” 
Father Raymond said. “We are 
here to remind people of his very 
special message, ‘A family that 
prays together stays together.”’  n

FAIRFIELD—The Thomas 
Merton Center Celebrity Breakfast 
returned after a two-year hiatus to 
raise thousands of dollars to assist 
Bridgeport’s most vulnerable pop-
ulation. Over 250 people recently 
gathered at the Guest House on 
Sacred Heart University’s West 
Campus in Fairfield, hearing sto-
ries of extraordinary volunteerism 
and testimonies from those who 
have benefitted from the Merton 
Center’s services. Keynote speaker 
and fitness expert Billy Blanks, 
Jr. shared his own account of 
overcoming struggles and home-
lessness.

To open the program, host 
Terry O’Connor, chair of the 
Board of Directors at Kolbe 
Cathedral High School, intro-
duced Bill Colson, director of the 
Thomas Merton Center. “Bill 
understands the community that 
we serve and what it means to 
give a smile and a welcoming

hand,” O’Connor said about the 
Bridgeport native. “He knows 
that charity is a hand up—not a 
handout.” Colson, who has led 
the Merton Center since 2020, 
credits it with bringing people 
together to make change in what 
he calls a “very special” environ-
ment, serving breakfast and lunch 
each weekday and providing gro-
ceries for families through the Eat 
Smart Food Pantry.

Many of those making that 
change were recognized with 
commendations during the 
breakfast. The Thomas Merton 
Center Service Award was given 
to Sam and Maeve, children who 
collected toiletries and socks and 
distributed them at the center 
during the pandemic. Mary, a 
103-year-old who regularly bakes 
bread for the Merton Center, 
and Christina, a volunteer of 34 
years, received applause for their 
continuous service. For on-going 
dedication to the needs of the 
community, Safety Marking, 

Inc. was presented with the 2022 
Kevin Mulcahy Award.

Following a full breakfast of 
omelets, fruit, coffee, and muf-
fins, John Gutman, the executive 
director of New Covenant Center 
in Stamford, introduced keynote 
speaker Billy Blanks, Jr. Though 
now known for his fitness pro-
gram “Dance It Out” and his 
success on “Shark Tank,” Blanks 
faced struggles throughout his 
early years and career, including 
homelessness for himself and his 
son when he could not pay his 
bills. While teaching a fitness 
class, he heard from participants 
that his program was changing 
their lives, prompting them to 
lose weight, feel good, refrain 
from self-harm, and regain their 
dignity, a vital aspect to success. 
He said this allowed him to 
open up to people as well, which 
prompted a change for himself. 
“What I love about the Thomas 
Merton Center is the dignity you 
give to people,” Blanks told the 

audience, prompting Gutman to 
add, “Your story is a tremendous 
inspiration to all.”

Though the Merton Center is 
currently located in Bridgeport’s 
“Hollow” neighborhood, plans 
are underway for a new Thomas 
Merton Family Center on State 
Street, tentatively scheduled to 
open in spring 2023. According 
to Michael Donoghue, executive 
director of Catholic Charities of 
Fairfield County, while continu-
ing to serve meals and run the 
food pantry, it will also provide 
medical care and counseling, 
financial advice, ESL classes, 
and job training, among other 
services. Funds raised from this 
celebrity breakfast will assist in 
this expansion.

“The Merton Center does not 
exist without all you do so we 
can treat our most vulnerable 
neighbors with the dignity they 
deserve,” Donoghue told the 
donors. “Your support allows 
Catholic Charities to provide more 
services and help to move people 
to a life of self-sufficiency.”

Since 1974, the Thomas 
Merton Center has been one of 
the largest shelters in Connecticut, 
serving over 450,000 meals annu-
ally to neighbors in Bridgeport. 
According to its mission state-
ment, the center is committed to 
providing a loving, safe and hope-
filled community atmosphere that 
responds to the needs of its guests 
and residents and respects the dig-
nity of each person.	         n

ter was the gift Sister Frances 
Smalkowski shared with those 
gathered at the Magnificat 
breakfast in Danbury.

Sister Frances, director of 
pastoral care at St. John Paul 
II Center in Danbury, was 
the featured speaker and she 
shared her faith-filled journey 
that has spanned more than six 
decades as a Sister of the Holy 
Family of Nazareth.

“I should not be here,” 
Sister Frances quickly quipped 
following her introduction, 
with a hint of her mischie-
vous smile, a nod to her New 
York sense of humor that 
would prompt laughter and 
thought-provoking inspirational 
moments throughout the morn-
ing. Sister Frances explained 
that there were at least four 
major events in her life that 
shaped who she is today.

Sister Frances said she

recovered from an illness after 
graduating nursing school and 
while traveling in Utica, N.Y. 
Early one morning, the car she 
was riding in hit an ice slick and 
ended up off the road, somehow 
avoiding being hit by a truck that 
was travelling behind them. “I 
believe in miracles,” she said. “I 
believe in dreams.”

“I believe that whatever the 
truth is, if it doesn’t surface in 
your lifetime or my lifetime, it 
surfaces,” she said. And her truth, 
although her mother tried to dis-
suade her from it, was to become 
a nun. “I just knew it was right. 
You just have to be who you are. I 
had to learn my own lessons,” she 
said, adding it took 25 years for 
her mother to accept her choice. 

On Sister Frances’ 25th anni-
versary as a nun, she said her 
mother, still somewhat reluctant 
to accept her daughter’s life jour-
ney, wrote on a scrap piece of 
paper, “I’m very happy for you.” 
But on her 50th anniversary, her 
mother celebrated with her.

At the recent Foundations in Education Gala, Dr. Steven Cheeseman, 
superintendent of Diocesan Schools and one of the evening’s awardees, 
reported there is much good news in our Catholic schools. “I wonder 
who actually thought that I could be standing here tonight able to boast of 
increased enrollments in most of our schools, stronger financial vitality in our 
system, and improved academics and Catholicity,” he told the gathering.

Dr. Cheeseman was quick to add that maintaining a system of 7,000 stu-
dents, 800 teachers and 25 schools throughout Fairfield County has its chal-
lenges, and would not be possible without the generosity of donors, who 
make the dream of Catholic education possible for students and families. 
In this past year, Foundations in Education awarded nearly $2.5 million 
in Bishop’s Scholarship Fund tuition assistance to nearly 1,200 students. 
Additionally, the Leaders of Tomorrow program awarded $337,000 to 66 
elementary school students.

Our thanks go out to parents for their sacrifice and commitment, to 
teachers and administrators, and to all who contribute to these faith-based 
learning communities that form, inform and transform the lives of our 
young people. 

Church Fathers 
 
In his weekly Veritas Radio (1350 AM) podcast, Bishop Frank J. 

Caggiano recently discussed the lives of three Church Fathers whose 
work is very relevant to our society today—St. Cyril of Alexandria, St. 
Athanasius and St. Irenaeus.

The bishop said that in order to understand the Church Fathers, we 
need to understand the context of the world in which they lived—and that 
context is very similar to what we are experiencing in the contemporary 
church. The Early Church was not without its conflicts and theological 
disagreements, and it offers us perspective and strength as we face our own 
challenges.

“What seems to be disagreement, seems to be upheaval, seems to be 
bishops not on the same page, has been a perennial part of the life of the 
Church from the time of the Apostles. Like them, we live in a world that 
has different approaches theologically. So, this is not new. My point is, 
don’t be discouraged. Don’t be disillusioned because the Holy Spirit is 
in charge. The gates of hell shall not prevail against the Church. We will 
always come back to consensus around the truth.”  

At the end of the podcast, Veritas host Steve Lee couldn’t resist asking 
the bishop for some Father’s Day advice. The bishop said the Church 
Fathers were great teachers about God’s love, and that all fathers have that 
same opportunity: “St. Paul says, don’t nag your children, right? You can’t 
always discipline them, but I guess this would be my insight from my celi-
bate state of life. There is no more sacred and privileged opportunity to help 
children realize that God loves them than through their parents. So, to be 
a good father is to make God’s love real for a son or daughter. Never have 
them ever question their worth or their worthiness, even when they botch 
things up big time.”

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Editorial

Let me tell you an Easter 
story. I know it’s a little 
late and that I should 
be setting my watch for 

Ordinary Time…but something 
happened on Easter that I’ve 
been thinking about for weeks.

Let me start by saying strange 
things happen when you ask for 
the grace to see people the way 
Jesus does. It can change your 
view of the world. It can change 
your view of the way you’ve 
been living your faith. And it 
can lead you to the unsettling 
conclusion that you have a lot of 
work to do, no matter how old 
you are or how set in your ways 
you are.

  A preliminary explanation 

might be helpful: Since I’ve 
never done very well in crowds, 
I usually try to avoid events—
and Masses—where everyone is 
crammed together, especially at 
Christmas and Easter. I can still 
remember when my friends tried 
to drag me out of my dormitory 
room and drive to Woodstock 
with them. I resisted, and it was 
the right decision for a lot of 
reasons, one of which was the 
mob of 500,000 young people. 
As soon as I saw that crowd, I 
would have started walking back 
to New York City alone.

Because of this inability to 
deal with crowds, I went to the 
7:30 Mass on Easter, which I 
quickly learned wasn’t early 

enough to avoid the packed pews. 
But it’s a good thing that people 
are returning to church. 

Predictably, there were a lot 
of people I’d never seen before, 
and I started 
grumbling, “I 
don’t want to 
be squished 
between 
strangers and 
singing, “Jesus 
Christ is 
risen today!” 
Even worse, 
many of them 
weren’t wearing masks, and I 
still had residual anxiety about 
COVID-19. (I forgot my mask so 
that compounded the problem.)

During the Liturgy of the 
Word, I began falling into my 
usual hypocritical state of mind 
because the Church was filled 
with many people who didn’t 
know when to sit or stand or 
kneel. With these self-righ-
teous thoughts festering in my 
brain—I think Satan had a lot to 
do with it—I got up to receive 
Communion and found myself 
standing in line behind a teenager 
in sweatpants, a T-shirt and styl-

ish psychedelic sneakers.
Just as I was about to take 

his inventory, I did a dangerous 
thing, which I don’t advise you to 
do unless you’re prepared for the 

consequenc-
es. I said a 
prayer to Jesus 
that always 
makes me feel 
ashamed. The 
prayer consists 
of eight highly 
volatile spir-
itual words: 
“Jesus, let me 

see them as you do.” 
I only had to say it once. In no 

time at all, he answered me. (The 
answer came a lot faster than 
when I ask him, “Jesus, do you 
think I could win Power Ball?”)

My annoyance, my negativity, 
my criticism vanished. I realized 
Jesus wasn’t sad, and he wasn’t 
critical, angry or resentful that this 
young man was there. He was 
absolutely ecstatic. I felt sudden 
joy, walking behind this teenager 
in his athletic pants and colorful 
Nikes with his weird haircut. 

I’m convinced Jesus was glad 
to see him at Mass, and even 

gladder that he received his Body, 
Blood, Soul and Divinity in the 
Blessed Sacrament.

When I get self-righteous, I 
often forget that He wants to 
draw all people to Himself, even 
the ones who annoy us, who 
despise us and who anger us. 
It’s not my place to decide who 
is worthy because Jesus died for 
them all, and that makes them 
worthy. 

For many years I complained 
about people who only come to 
Mass on Easter and Christmas, 
forgetting conveniently the years 
I went to Mass only on Easter 
and Christmas. Plus, there was 
that time at midnight Mass on 
Christmas that I should never 
have gone to because I had been 
partying too much that night and 
well…you get the idea. 

To my thinking, Jesus was 
telling me, “Quit your belly-ach-
ing. Do you hear me complain-
ing because this kid is at Easter 
Mass? I’m really happy!”

The prayer “Jesus, let me 
see them as you do” always 
works, usually to my embar-
rassment. Try it. But be pre-
pared for the results.              n

Sitting around the table for 
a recent Father’s Day 
meal, my family started 
discussing people we 

knew who were going away on 
extravagant summer vacations. 
I’ll admit, most of us began to 
express our jealousy and desire 
to hop on a plane to an exciting 
destination. It was then that my 
mom piped in. She reminded us 
that we were all out for a meal 
together as a family, which was 
more than enough to be grate-
ful for.

As we enter the summer 

months, our social media feeds 
will likely be full of pictures of 
people enjoying themselves on 
vacation. It will be hard not to 
fall into the trap of envy and jeal-
ousy, letting it consume us as we 
scroll.

But in doing this, we would 
be missing out on all the small 
moments that create our beauti-
ful, extraordinary, messy lives. 
Moments of inspiration and cre-
ativity, laughter, joy, nostalgia, 
and everything in between.

Theodore Roosevelt said, 
“Comparison is the thief of 

joy.” That statement is increas-
ingly true in a world where we 
can share our good fortune at a 
moment’s notice. But it is import-
ant to remember that we only see 
each other’s good moments—
curated, filtered and vetted before 
posting.

Life is a kaleidoscope of 
moments, each accompanied by 
a unique set of emotions. Our 
human connection allows us to 
be with each other in moments of 
joy, as well as moments of strug-
gle—and this is where a hidden 
beauty lies.

Can we learn to embrace all of 
these moments? Both the joyful 
and the difficult. It may seem like 
others have it better, but we all 
have ups and downs. Our human-
ity makes that something we can 
always be sure of.

In the same way, can we learn 
to find genuine joy in others’ 
good fortune even in the face of 
our own hardships?

We mustn’t judge others or 
begrudge them their happiness.

what we see online. We feel a 
separation from them on the 
other side of a screen. But we 
never know what someone is like 
until we talk to them face-to-face. 
We could all use a little more 
love, understanding and accep-
tance in our lives.

In our humanity, we often 

fall victim to the judgment of 
others. “How can you say to 
your brother, ‘Let me remove 
that splinter from your eye,’ 
while the wooden beam is 
in your eye? You hypocrite, 

remove the wooden beam from 
your eye first; then you will 
see clearly to remove the splin-
ter from your brother’s eye’” 
(Matthew 7:4-5).

If we look around at what we 
have and find the joy and won-
der there, we won’t have any 
room left for judgment or com-
parison of others, for our hearts 
will be full.                               n

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St. Vincent’s Special Needs Services

BRIDGEPORT—Each spring, 
so many teenagers look forward 
to their high school prom with 
anticipation and excitement, help-
ing to plan it, choosing an outfit, 
and then dancing with friends and 
classmates. The students of St. 
Vincent’s Special Needs Services 
are no different. With a 1970s disco 
theme as their backdrop, they held 
their annual prom at the school in 
Trumbull on Friday, May 27 after 
two years of a heavily-restricted 
event due to COVID-19.

As the sounds of the Bee Gees 
and KC & the Sunshine Band 
filled the room, the students, many 
wearing sequined shirts, colorful 
beads, and bell-bottoms, moved to 
the music and posed at the photo 
booths as their aides, some in roller 
skates, guided them on the dance 
floor. Disco balls, streamers, glow 

Bell-bottoms and sequins at the prom
sticks, and strobe lights created 
the perfect atmosphere for these 
prom-goers, all with multiple devel-
opmental disabilities and complex 
medical needs.

“There is so much excitement!” 
said Geri Durnin, principal of St. 
Vincent’s Special Needs Services. 
“The kids couldn’t wait to see 
everyone—and they love to be in 
photos. This day is so special for all 
of them. It’s really a ‘Celebration’!”

Part of what makes it so special 
is the role the students played in 
planning this prom. According 
to Durnin, they chose the theme, 
made a playlist of songs such 
as “Boogie Oogie Oogie” and 
“That’s the Way,” and helped 
their teachers create the décor 
by painting, gluing, and design-
ing some of the artwork. Each 
classroom picked one year of the 
decade and made bulletin boards 
highlighting ‘70s icons like “The 

Partridge Family” and John 
Travolta, all of which hung on the 
walls for viewing during the prom. 
In doing so, students learned not 
only 1970s pop culture but also 
about life in that era and the cost 
of items then and now.

“We incorporate the kids’ 
abilities in the preparation, and 
work education into it all,” said 

Colleen Gorman, a special edu-
cation teacher and behavioral 
management specialist. “They get 
involved with the planning from 
the ground up.”

“With everything we do, we 
try to give our students as many 
typical opportunities as anyone 
else, and we just want them to 
have a good time,” said Durnin, 

who also commended her staff 
for the work they do. “I’m so 
appreciative of them for making 
it so special for the kids. They are 
absolutely wonderful.”

Thirty-eight students ages 15 
and up attended either the morn-
ing or afternoon prom with the 
graduates being crowned kings 
and queens. Gorman said those 
with visual impairments enjoyed 
seeing the bright lights and colors, 
and those in wheelchairs were 
“sitting up tall, taking it all in.”

“The kids love the hustle and 
bustle of the day,” she said. “The 
environment is very stimulating 
for them.” 

No one needed any excuse 
to “c’mon, get happy” at this 
prom—special in so many ways. 
When asked what her favorite 
part of the day was, one girl 
smiled brightly and answered, 
“The dancing!”                         n

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Priest Profile
Father Lucas celebrates 50 
years as a Missionary Priest

BRIDGEPORT—“To make 
God better known, loved and 
served” is a philosophy attributed 
to Blessed Basil Moreau, founder 
of the Congregation of Holy Cross, 
and one to which Father George 
Lucas, C.S.C. has subscribed for 
decades. And now, as he celebrates 
his 50th year of ordination, Father 
George, as this Bridgeport native is 
commonly known, says that being 
part of this missionary order has 
given him hope “wherever [he] has 
been asked to serve.”

 On May 27, Father George 
and 19 other Holy Cross priests 
were honored as Jubilarians at a 
Mass in Notre Dame, Indiana, 
the headquarters of the United 
States Province of Priests and 
Brothers. Though he has spent 
the majority of his life as a Holy 
Cross missionary in some of the 
world’s most impoverished plac-
es, his faith journey began in the 

Diocese of Bridgeport, specifically 
at Notre Dame High School in 
Fairfield and in his home parish of 
St. Theresa in Trumbull where he 
was ordained on June 17, 1972.

Father George’s cousin Anne 
Fiyalka of Easton recalled being 
present at his ordination 50 years 
ago. “I remember being so proud,” 
said Fiyalka, now age 101. “I 
thought, ‘I personally know some-
one who is a priest!’ I am so proud 
of everything he does.”

As a teen, after being intrigued 
by the stories of the Holy Cross 
missionaries at Notre Dame 
High School, Father George 
knew he wanted to enter the 
priesthood. Serving the poor 
even while in high school, he 
worked in urban Providence, 
Rhode Island and rural eastern 
Kentucky. Upon graduation from 
Stonehill College, he studied the-
ology at the Catholic University 
of America and the University 
of Notre Dame. As a deacon, 

he was assigned to a parish in 
Uganda, East Africa in 1969. 
Three years later, Father George 
came home to Trumbull to 
become the first priest ordained at 
St. Theresa’s though he returned 
to Africa following his ordination 
and continued to work in Kenya, 
Tanzania, and primarily Uganda 
for the next forty years.

According to Fiyalka, while he 
was in Uganda, Father George’s 
missionary work included insti-
tuting classes for religious educa-
tion, acting as the vocation direc-
tor of the Holy Cross fathers, and 
learning Swahili to better com-
municate with those he served. 
“He started many projects there 
and loved to see them to comple-
tion,” she said. “I often think of 
all the places he has been and the 
people he has helped.” 

After decades in Africa, Father 
George, now 78, was transferred 
to Peru about 10 years ago where 
he currently serves as pastor at 

several parishes in the moun-
tains outside Lima, continuing 
the missionary work he so loves 
and even planting a garden with 
abundant produce to help feed 
the people in his community. 
Fiyalka said he celebrates Mass 
at a number of chapels, many 
of which were built by the resi-
dents themselves. “They are like 
shacks with no roofs,” she added, 
“but Mass is no different there. 
It’s always the same. He can 
say Mass anywhere, even at my 
kitchen table!” And he has.

Whenever Father George 
returns to the United States, usu-
ally once a year, he visits Fiyalka 
in Easton and says Mass for her 
and her neighbors. “Sometimes, 
I’m the only one here and other 

times, it’s 10 to 12 people,” she 
said, adding that they keep in 
touch regularly through letters, 
cards, and phone calls. 

In reflecting on this Jubilee 
event, her cousin’s 50 years as 
a priest, and the impact he has 
had on so many, Fiyalka was 
filled with admiration and respect 
for Father George’s service to 
the people of Uganda and Peru, 
Providence and Kentucky. “He 
has really brought Christ into 
their lives as a Holy Cross mis-
sionary,” she said. “I mentioned 
something to him recently about 
‘when you retire,’ and he said, ‘A 
mission priest never retires!’ and 
that’s true. Once a priest, always 
a priest. They live the mission of 
Christ all their lives.”	         n

Brady, a priest of the Diocese of 
Bridgeport, passed away yesterday 
in New York at the age of 103. 

Father Brady, a native 
of Buffalo, was ordained on 
December 18, 1943, and was a 
priest for 79 years. 

In recent years, Father

visitors and praying his breviary. 
Looking back on his life, he 

said, “I’ve been very happy in my 
77 years as a priest. I never con-
sidered being anything else.”

The middle child of five, 
with two older brothers and two 
younger sisters, Father Brady 
entered St. Mark’s Elementary 
School in Buffalo in 1924. 

“I can still remember Father 
Shea coming into our third-grade 
classroom,” he said. “He asked, 
‘How many boys want to become 
a priest?’ I raised my hand imme-
diately and from then on, that 
was my vocation. No other pro-
fession attracted me. I was deter-
mined to become a priest.”

After eighth grade, Father was 
accepted at the Little Seminary of 
St. Joseph and the Little Flower, 
but his family had to move to New 
York City because his father needed 
to find work during the Depression. 

They lived in The Bronx, and 
he attended Cathedral College, a 
preparatory seminary across the 
street from St. Patrick’s Cathedral. 
However, the family returned 
to Buffalo a year later, and he

FAIRFIELD—Kevin Kuczo’s 
time on earth was limited to 17 
years and a matter of days, but to 
his parents, his younger brother 
William and a multitude of others 
who knew and loved him, he lives 
in their hearts.

Jim and Kristen Kuczo were 
understandably devastated by their 
son’s suicide in February 2021, a 
victim of depression exacerbated 
by the isolation caused by the 
COVID-19 pandemic. Following 
days and nights of grieving, the 
Kuczos announced the formation 
of Kevin’s Afterglow, a 501c3 
non-profit dedicated to increasing 
awareness and identifying and 
helping at-risk youth dealing with 
mental illness.

“I want our town to be known 
as a kindness community. I want 
our town to take the lead in 
helping our children with men-
tal health issues,” Jim Kuczo 
declares. “What happened to 
Kevin was a tragedy. No parent 
should ever have to go through 
this. The only bigger tragedy 
would be if this happened again.”

Kevin James Kuczo was a 
junior at Fairfield Warde High 
School, a young man who 
excelled—he carried a load of 
four advanced placement class-
es—was a member of the school’s 
football and lacrosse squads, and 
a supportive friend to teammates 
and classmates. “His smile lit up

a room,” said many of the attend-
ees at his wake.

In the winter of 2020, the 
arrival of the pandemic cast its 
dreaded shadow. Fairfield schools 
canceled their classes and went to 
remote and hybrid learning. That 
spring’s lacrosse season was can-
celed, and the CIAC dithered in 
its handling of the 2020 football 
season before finally deciding to 
abandon play and resort to 7-on-7 
passing leagues.

Kevin, who played corner-
back and was a member of the 
Mustangs’ specialty teams, 
elected to forego the 7-on-7 sub-
stitute. His grades began to dip 
precipitously. His father says you 
wouldn’t have known the mental 
health struggles Kevin endured. 

According to the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC), suicide was the second 
leading cause of death for people 
ages 10-34 in 2018—the most 
recent year for which data is avail-
able. Even prior to the pandemic, 
the rate of suicide for those ages 
10-to-24 increased nearly 60 per-
cent between 2007 and 2018.

At their son’s funeral con-
ducted at St. Pius X Church, 
what would become a movement 
was inspired by one of the eulo-
gists—the Rev. Dr. Alida Ward, 
co-pastor of Greenfield Hill 
Congregational Church and a 
board member of the Council of 
Churches of Greater Bridgeport. 
She used the word “afterglow” 

to characterize Kevin’s positive 
demeanor and lasting legacy.

“The COVID-19 pandemic 
has taken a toll on our young 
people, with increasing rates of 
anxiety and depression,” Jim 
and Kristen say, “and it is our 
commitment to help other par-
ents, teachers and students know 
they’re not alone through out-
reach and teaching empathy.”

In the months that followed, 
the Kuczos have continued to 
present Kevin’s Afterglow’s mes-
sage of outreach and empathy 

students and a father committed 
suicide, and a third teen died 
from an allergic reaction.

In mid-June, Kevin’s 
Afterglow held its inaugural 
golf tournament at the H. Smith 
Richardson Golf Course in 
Fairfield. The funds raised will 
help support programs that raise 
awareness about the mental 
health crisis confronting today’s 
young people.

At the elementary school level, 
the Kuczos are encouraging the 
installation of Buddy Benches 
on school grounds to reinforce, 
on a daily basis, the importance 
of compassion and awareness of 
other people’s feelings. 

Benches purchased by private 
donors are already scheduled 
for placement later this summer 
at Our Lady of the Assumption 
School in Fairfield and at Saint 
Mary School in Milford. “We’d 
like to see them in all of Fairfield’s 
elementary schools,” Jim says.

“Recently we’ve done work in 
Darien, speaking there about our 
experiences,” Jim explains, not-
ing that during the previous three

remorse about lost chances, favors 
I didn’t do, injustices I didn’t 
repair, promises I didn’t keep, 
opportunities for charity I put off. 
I’m particularly sorry for all the 
loves in my life at which I have 
blundered and for the opportu-
nities of love that I have wasted. 
They are instances, if I could, I 
would retrieve, undo, wipe out. 

But the outstanding distress of 
my life, what endures and keeps 
coming back to haunt me, are 
words I said. Some of the worst 
pains I suffered came from cruel 
words spoken to me, words that 
did harm to me, injured me, 
sometimes deeply and perma-
nently. I think some of the worst 
pains we all suffer come from 
cruel words, and the damage can 
be permanent.

There comes over me a sad, 
sorry feeling about things I’ve 
said. They keep coming back to 
shame and hurt me. Some irre-
vocable pain was released into 
life. There’s a Spanish proverb: 
“Three things do not come back: 
the spent arrow, the spoken word, 
the lost opportunity.” 

There is great power in words. 
The Book of Proverbs states that 
“death and life are in the power 
of the tongue” (18:21). Here are 
some other quotes:

“The tongue is made to be used 
in love” (Catherine of Siena).

“Speech is to be full of mercy” 
(Letter of James 3:17).

“Where words are many, sin is 
not wanting” (Proverbs 10:19).

“Never miss a good chance to 
shut up” (Will Rogers)—a tribute 
that was paid to a great linguist 
stated that “he could be silent in 
seven different languages.”

“A good word surpasses the 
best gift” (Rule of St. Benedict).

“A compliment can warm 
three winter months” (Spanish 
Proverb).

Words have been called “the 
physicians of a spirit.”

“I tell you that everyone will 

have to give account on the day 
of judgment for every careless 
word they have spoken. By your 
words you will be acquitted and 
by your words you will be con-
demned” (Matthew 12:36).

“It is not what enters one’s 
mouth that defiles a person, but 
what comes out of the mouth that 
defiles one” (Mt.15:10-11).

“Say only the good things 
people need to hear, things that 
will help them.... Get rid of all 
harsh words, slander, and malice 
of every kind. In place of these, 
be kind to one another, compas-
sionate, and mutually forgiving” 
(Ephesians 4:29-31).

Finally, when I look back on 
my life, there have been things I 
did with wisdom and love. And 
despite the distresses, life overall 
was “very good,” just as Genesis 
promised. Indeed, life was often 
a joyous thing. I can say that “the 
favors of the Lord I will recall, 
for He has been good to me” 
(Isaiah 63:7). With Job I can say 
“Oh, that I were in the months 
of old.” There was much to cele-
brate in life, much to be thankful 
for. It was good to be alive, to be 
on this earth; there’s the wonder 
of having existed.                      n

A financial assistance recipient 
while at CAB, Mendizabal said 
he also worked every day after 
school to earn money for his edu-
cation, something he continues to 
this day.

Almost 50 million people of all 
faiths and nationalities—believers, 
skeptics and the curious—have 
visited Medjugorje since 1981, 
when the Blessed Mother first 
reportedly appeared to six children 
on a mission of peace with a mes-
sage for the world.  

“I have come to tell the world 
that God exists,” she said. “He is 
the fullness of life, and to enjoy 
thisew John Paul II believed the 
media could be used for good, 
and that’s what we wanted to 
do,” Denis said. “This was a great 
opportunity to spread the Gospel 
to the world. What I witnessed was 
so powerful that Satan had nothing 
to compete with it—young and old 
people, praying and loving God.”

The staff of MaryTV also 
includes Franjo and Rosie Zubac, 
a family in Medjugorje who offer 
live weekly updates at the TV stu-
dio, which is close to the Church 
of St. James the Apostle in the 
center of the village.

The programming schedule, 
which is available at MaryTV.tv, 
includes daily broadcasts of the 
English Mass, daily Rosary, an 
Hour of Mercy, weekly episodes 
of “A Moment with Mary,” 
“Fruit of Medjugorje,” and “Tea 
With Rosie,” along with other 
devotions and coverage of the 
messages from Our Lady. 

“At 10 am, seven days a week, 
Cathy and I pray the Rosary live 

with people on six continents,” 
Denis said. “We stream the daily 
English Mass, and live-stream every 
day the International Mass from St. 
James Church. We also have live 
adoration of the Blessed Sacrament; 
the parish praying the Rosary daily, 
and coverage when the parish prays 
on the mountains.”

Our Lady’s message is a sim-
ple one, Cathy says. She leads us 
to her son and the path to peace.	
The Blessed Mother gives us “five 
stones” that can be used to defeat 
Satan, just as God gave David 
five stones to defeat Goliath, she 
said. These are daily prayer, espe-
cially of the Rosary, fasting on 
Wednesday and Friday, attending 
Mass to receive the Eucharist, 
reading the Bible every day and 
going to confession every month.

These spiritual weapons can 
defeat Satan whose goal is to 
destroy life, love, faith and the 
family.

The seers say they still contin-
ue to receive private apparitions. 
Some of them share their messag-
es with the public, monthly and 
annually.

In their years committed to 
this Marian apostolate, Denis 
and Cathy have witnessed many 
conversions, which are the fruits 
of the apparitions. Even though 
the Church has not definitively 
ruled on the apparitions, Denis 
and Cathy have almost 500 testi-
monies on the MaryTV website 
“of what Our Lady has done in 

individual’s lives to bring them 
back to God”—people healed 
of addictions, families restored, 
people rescued from New Age 
temptations and brought back to 
faith, amazing physical and spir-
itual healings, and young people 
who have been given religious 
vocations.

“There are so many ways Our 
Lady has touched lives,” Cathy 
says. “These healings are all 
through her intercession. No one 
knows what people are bringing 
to Medjugorje, but when they 
get on the apparition mountain 
and in church, amazing things 
happen.” 

As the Blessed Mother report-
edly said: “Dear children, I am 
calling you for years through 
these messages that I am giving 
you…. For years, I am calling 
you and exhorting you to a deep 
spiritual life.… Read the messag-
es I am giving you every day and 
transform them into life.”         n

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Laborers in the vineyard of the Lord

“The harvest is abundant, but the 
laborers are few. So, ask the master 
of the harvest to send out laborers for 
his harvest.” (Mark 9:37-38). 

When it comes to praying for 
vocations, this is perhaps one of the 
most referenced lines from sacred 
scripture. We repeat it often and 
include it in a variety of materials 
meant to promote vocations to 
the priesthood and religious life. 
Indeed, it is a sacred duty of each 
and every Catholic to heed this 
invitation to fervently pray that 

God continue to raise up good and 
holy men to serve at His altar.

Yet, the fullest meaning of 
these words only comes into relief 
when we put them into context 
and recall what prompted Jesus 
to utter this invitation in the first 
place. As we read in the verse 
right before it: “At the sight of the 
crowds, His heart was moved with 
pity for them for they were trou-
bled and abandoned, like sheep 
without a shepherd” (Mark 9:36). 

Jesus says these words in 
response to the movement of His 
own heart with compassion for 

His people! Jesus has an immense 
desire to be present to His people. 
That is what His whole life and 
mission from the Father are all 
about. The desire for more laborers 
in the vineyard of the Lord is born 
of Jesus’ desire to heal, to comfort 
and to forgive—in a word: to save. 

To see a priest is to see the fact 
that this very love and desire of 
God for His people endures even 
to this day. That He continues to 
fulfill His promise that He will be 
with us always, even to the end of 
the age. As the visible sign of God’s 
presence among His people, priests 
must never be afraid to actually 
find themselves among His people, 
to roll up their sleeves and, as God 
Himself descended into the depths 
of the earth, to enter in a profound, 
mysterious way into the sufferings 
of His people. As Pope Francis once 
put it, to smell like the sheep. 

Cultivating a priestly vocation, 

therefore, is first and foremost 
a matter of cultivating, not just 
theological or philosophical 
knowledge, but a heart moved 
by the same love and desires that 
Jesus has for His people. It is 
a matter of acknowledging the 
reality that the hearts, souls and 
minds of His people are hurting 
and crying out for the presence 
of the Divine Physician, who not 
only heals them but restores them 
to an even greater dignity in the 
light of the Resurrection. 

The life of the priest, therefore, 
is one of uniting his heart to the 
heart of the Good Shepherd: to 
feel as He feels, to see as He sees 
and to love as He loves. Even our 
most contemplative moments are 
at the service of a deeper under-
standing and union with the love 
of God, so that we might go forth 
again and reflect that to those 
entrusted to our care and thus 

walk with them on the path to life 
eternal. Or, in the words of St. 
John Henry Newman: “I sought 
to hear the voice of God and 
climbed the topmost steeple, but 
God declared: ‘Go down again—I 
dwell among the people’.”

To ask, then, for the Lord to 
send out laborers for His har-
vest, is really to ask that God 
continually reveal His merciful 
love in the world in the most 
concrete of ways: in His Church 
and in the Sacraments—ulti-
mately, in the very life and min-
istry of the priest. 	         n

resumed his studies at the Little Seminary. He later entered the Columban 
Fathers order because he wanted to be a missionary priest and take the 
Gospel message to foreign countries. On December 18, 1943, he was 
ordained with 13 other men at St. Joseph Cathedral in Buffalo.

He wanted to go to China, but at that time of war, China was 
expelling missionaries, and he was assigned to St. Joachim Church 
in Buffalo, until he became vocations director at a seminary the 
Columban Fathers opened in Milton, Massachusetts. For 17 years, 
he toured the country, looking for young men who had a calling to 
the priesthood. When his younger sister, who was a nurse in Buffalo, 
needed care, he volunteered because he was teaching nearby at the 
Columban Fathers’ Silver Creek Seminary. 

“I was the only one available who could help her,” he recalled. 
The Most Rev. Lawrence Shehan, first Bishop of Bridgeport, 

welcomed Father Brady to the Diocese in  1960, to St. Mary’s in 
Greenwich, where he taught religion at the parish high school. He was 
later transferred to St. Paul’s in Glenville. In 1968 during the fourth 
week of Lent, he was named pastor at St. Margaret Mary’s in Shelton.

and confirmed at St. Joseph 
Church, also in Albany.

He attended St. Joseph 
Academy School and Bethlehem 
Central High School. Father 
Barachini served in the United 
States Navy and as 2nd Officer 
in the US Merchant Marines for 
over 25 years prior to entering 
the Vincentian Order. He studied 
theology at St. Joseph Seminary 
in Callicoon, N.Y., Holy Apostles 
Seminary in Cromwell, Conn. and 
the Angelicum in Rome. Father 
Barachini was ordained to the 
priesthood on October 11, 1986, by 
Most Reverend John F. Hackett at 
St. Michael Church in Derby.

Following his ordination, his 
first assignment as a Vincentian 
priest was at St. Stanislaus Church 
in New Haven, Conn. from 1986-
1989. Next, he was transferred 
to St. Michael Church in Derby, 
serving until 1991. At that time, 

he formally requested incardina-
tion in the Diocese of Bridgeport 
as well as release from his vows 
as a Vincentian. In 1992, he was 
appointed the chaplain at Bridgeport 
Hospital, residing at St. Ambrose 
Church. Father served at Bridgeport 
Hospital for 14 years. After three 
years of service, Father’s request 
for incardination was granted 
in November of 1994. Father 
Barachini served at St. Jerome 
Parish in Norwalk in his first assign-
ment in the diocese. He also resided 
at St. Margaret Mary in Shelton and 
St. Mark in Stratford. He retired 
from full-time ministry in 2003 but 
continued to assist at Bridgeport 
Hospital and St. Mark until his 
health made it impossible.

Given his seafaring back-
ground, Father Barachini served 
as chaplain to the Port of the City 
of Bridgeport for a number of 
years, beginning in 1992.            n
